CONDITIONS OF HALL HIRE - GRAFTON SCOUT GROUP HALL, 1 NORTH ST GRAFTON
From 1 February 2021
CONDITIONS OF HALL HIRE
[bookmark: _gjdgxs]Note – Wherever occurring in these conditions, Scouts means The Grafton Scout Group.
Note – Wherever occurring in these conditions, the premises refer to the hall building itself and the grounds of the upper terrace immediately around the building, to the west of the flagpole. Grounds beyond the premises belong to the Clarence Valley Council and are not part of the hall hire agreement.
1. FEES – fees shall be paid as prescribed in the Hire Agreement
2. PAYMENT –
a. Bond Deposit - $300 of the hiring fee to be paid at the time of booking
b. Balance – must be paid not less than Seven (7) days prior to the event.
c. Bond Refund – will be refunded within seven (7) days after the event and on the
proviso that the hall and grounds are left in the same condition as it was hired.
3. CANCELLATION – All cancellations shall be made in writing at least seven (7) days prior to
the hiring date, and a fee equivalent to the deposit will be levied. If a cancellation is made
less than seven (7) days prior to the hiring date the full hire fee will be charged.
[bookmark: _30j0zll]4. CAMPING – Staying overnight in the building or camping overnight in the grounds is strictly prohibited, with the exemption of Scouts-related activities determined at the discretion of the Grafton Scout Group Support Committee.

WATER FRONTAGE – launching or landing of watercraft of any kind from the Clarence River water frontage adjoining the premises is strictly prohibited, with the exemption of Scouts-related activities determined at the discretion of the Grafton Scout Group Support Committee. 
6. ACCESS – Keys will be made available to the hirer with the access code to the key lock box
and they are to be returned to the key lock box by arrangement at the time of the booking.
Loss or failure to return the keys to the Lock Box on vacating the premises will result in the
forfeiture of the bond.
7. CLEANING – Hirers are responsible for the leaving of the premises clean and tidy as close as possible to the time the hire started. 
8. VACATING – Premises must be vacated by 10:00am the following day unless otherwise
negotiated with Scouts at the time of Booking. The hirer is responsible for ensuring –
a. All Electrical appliances including lights are switched off
b. Hired areas are properly secured
c. All breakages and damages to the premises and equipment are reported.
9. SECURITY – the hirer is responsible for own security, and evidence of arrangements must be
provided to Scouts.
10. EQUIPMENT – no equipment shall be removed or relocated from the hired area. Equipment
includes – Kitchen equipment, cooking gear, cutlery, crockery. Tables and chairs
sufficient to cater for 60 persons seated form part of the equipment.
The Hirer is responsible for the cleanliness of all equipment used prior to and following the
event.
11. DISPLAYS – use of nails, pins, etc. on the walls is banned. As is the removal of those that are
already on the walls that form part of scouting.
12. CATERING – catering for all functions is the responsibility of the hirers. Food Preparation
must comply with the Current NSW Health Regulations and is only permitted in the kitchen
area (NO COOKING ON OR USE OF THE FIREPIT IS ALLOWED).
13. SAFETY – Naked flames, except candles on celebratory cakes, are not permitted. Safe
working procedures must be observed. (USE OF THE FIREPIT IS NOT ALLOWED).
14. SMOKING – the premises available for hire is a non-smoking environment.
15. RUBBISH – all waste is to be taken away by the hirer.  There will be a reduction in bond payment if rubbish is placed in the appropriate bins to the side of the premises.
16. DRUGS – Drugs, other than those prescribed are not permitted on the premises
17. ALCOHOL – Alcohol is not to be sold on the premises to anyone. No Alcohol to be consumed
by those under the age of 18.
18. ANIMALS – Animals other than guide/hearing/companion dogs are not permitted on the
Premises. Horses and horse riding are not permitted in the grounds.
19. VEHICLES – Motorised vehicles are not permitted in the grounds unless at the discretion of the Grafton Scout Group Support Committee.
20. TOILETS – toilets are to be left in a clean and tidy condition as part of the hire and will be
cleaned by the hirer.
21. NOISE – all loud noise (music) will cease at 10:30pm in compliance to this hire.
22. EVENTS COMPLIANCE – the Hirer will NOT advertise their event on open social media platforms AND will register their Party/Event with NSW Police on https://www.mynite.com.au/register.php
Compliance with the stipulated conditions by persons attending the function or event will be the responsibility of the Hirer.
23. INSURANCE – Insurance against Public and Products Liability for injury or damage to any
person (including Scouts and third parties) for any function shall be the hirer’s responsibility.
A copy of the insurance policy shall be provided to Scouts at the time of payment of the
Bond and such policy shall note Grafton Scout Group’s interest as owner of the premises.
24. RESERVATIONS – the Grafton Scouts Group Support Committee reserves the right to –
a. Change the above conditions
b. Deny access to any individual or organisation
c. Terminate any agreement to hire at any time
25. DAMAGES – the hirer will be responsible for all and any damages. The hirer is responsible
for all breakages and damages to equipment and the premises inside and outside.
26. PARKING – is out the front of the hall at the end of North St, in the Cul-de-Sac and all
driveways will be left clear on either side of the road.
